“ I pray that you may be active in shar-
ing your faith, so that you will have a 
full understanding of every good thing 
we have in Christ”      --Philemon 6 

Paul in his letter to Philemon, quoted 
above, is praying that Philemon would be 
about sharing his faith.  Paul wants him to 
share his faith; not because it is part of his 
responsibility as one of God’s children; not 
because it is the proper response of all who 
have been given faith by God; and, not be-
cause it is the only way to truly carry out the 
mission God has given to His church.  Even 
through all of these things are true.  Paul 
would have Philemon and us for that matter, 
share our faith so that we “will have a full un-
derstanding of the good things we have in 
Christ.” 
 Scripture here clearly teaches us that we 
gain a ‘full understanding” through the proc-
ess of telling others about Christ.  If you think 
about that statement it makes sense.  When I 
was a child there was a time that I struggled 
with math.  My teacher actually assigned me 
the task of tutoring another child who struggle 
even more than I did.  As a result of sharing 
my knowledge, and actually becoming knowl-
edgeable to answer his question, I became 
confident in my own understanding. In many 
ways this is what Paul is suggesting in the 
Philemon passage quoted above.   
 For many Christians, if they have never 
had to explain their faith, they have never truly 
thought about how to put it into words.  They 
understand it.  They believe it.  But they have-
n’t really gotten comfortable with how they 
might share it.  The process of actually speak-
ing forces one to grow in understanding. 
 But that is not the only way our sharing 
our faith brings us a “full understanding.”  
Unlike my math experience, when one is shar-
ing their faith it by necessity means you are 
sharing God’s Word.  You may not be quoting 

it directly, but you are sharing the Word of 
God.  And Romans tells us that God’s Word 
is living and active.  “It is the power of God 
for the salvation of everyone.” (Roman 1:16)  
In short, when we hear, read, or speak God’s 
word the Holy Spirit works faith in our hearts 
and deepens our understanding.   
 God has promised us that He will work in 
us and through us.  He works in our sharing 
of our faith.  He creates faith in the hearts of 
others and He increases our own under-
standing of His Gospel. God invites you also 
to be active in sharing your faith and growing 
in your understanding of every good thing we 
have in Christ.  
 Consider taking God up on His invitation.  
Consider actively pursuing opportunities to 
share your faith.  Bob Cloeter, our Director of 
Outreach, regularly visits those who have 
come to St. Martin’s to worship.  He takes 
member of our congregation who would like 
to share, or learn to share their faith with him.  
Call Bob he’d be glad to have you join him. 
 If you would like to increase your under-
standing, if you would like “to have a full un-
derstanding of every good thing we have in 
Christ,” take the time to share your faith.  It 
can be at home with family.  It might be at 
work.  It could be even within the church it-
self.  But when you start to share you faith 
you will find, God is blessing you and your 
own understanding of His love will grow.   
 As the Apostle Paul prayed for his 
brother Philemon, I too pray for you.  “I pray 
that you [every member of St. Martin’s] may 
be active in sharing your faith, so that you will 
have a full understanding of every good thing 
we have in Christ.”

RUSSIAN FLAG 

The Russian flag is the next flag to be displayed from our 
church balcony.  We will feature the Russian flag in support 
of our missionary Rev. Matt Heise who resides in Moscow, 
Russia.  Please keep Rev. Heise in your prayers. 

The Russian or Imperial Flag was adopted on the 21st of 
August in 1991.  The flag has horizontal bands of solid 
color — each of equal size and shape.  The colors from top 
to bottom are white, blue and red.  The overall heights of the 
flag is 2/3 of the flags width.  Though the flag was adopted 
in 1991, the basic design is actually over 300 years old.  It 
was first used by Peter the Great and the official flag of 
Russia from 1883.  However, the flag was changed in 1917 
after the Bolshevik revolution but was reinstated after the 
fall of the communist regime.  There have been many Rus-
sian flags over the years but the current white-blue-red flag 
is based on the Duchy of Moscow’s coat of arms.  The coat 
of arms features a white-armored St. George on a white 
horse holding a blue shield as he defeats a dragon.  This is 
set against a red background.  The dominant colors of the 
coat are red, blue and white.

In this article, congregation members pose questions to 
M.D. (our Music Director, not medical doctor) who thus 
responds with whatever words of wisdom the Lord 
chooses to give him. 

Dear  M. D. ,  I  saw a couple huge dr ums in t he 
balcony.  What  ar e t hose?

MD:  For those of you who never venture into the balcony of our 
sanctuary, there are indeed two new drums with black cov-
ers that are sitting near the entrance to the bell tower. 
These large drums are called timpani, and they have been 
on the Music Ministry Wish List since my arrival 
over 8 years ago!  

We  were  able  to  acquire  these  drums  through  our St. 
Martin’s Lutheran School Music Academy’s In -
s t r u m e n t a l  I n s t r u c t i o n  
P r o g r a m . Students pay for the lessons they re-
ceive, but since the congregation al-
ready pays me a salary, the funds for 
lessons I teach are placed in an ac-
count to help the program acquire 
needed instruments and music. Over 
the last few years, money had accu-
mulated to the point where purchasing 
the timpani became possible. It allows 
our Dayschool band to have a quality percussion instru-
ment, BUT IT ALSO BECOMES A GREAT ASSET FOR 
OUR WORSHIP! 

 Maybe you noticed something on Easter…something more 
exciting…a gentle roar that accompanied the hymns and
choir. It was the sound of our new timpani! Our church festi-
vals will be enhanced with these wonderful instruments, 
and thus we see an example of our school giving back to 
the church in thanksgiving for all the support our church in 
turn provides our school. 

If you would like to hear these drums, come to our fes-
tival services, and also don’t miss when our school 
band plays at the Fine Arts Festival, Tuesday, May 6th 
at 7:00pm in the sanctuary. 

On a side note, ‘timpani’ is plural, so one of the drums 
would be called a ‘timpanum’ or a ‘timpano.’ There can be 
up to five of these drums used in bands and orchestras, 
and some day, we may attempt to add a third drum to our 
inventory. But we praise God that He has given us the gift 
of these drums to His praise and glory!
