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Ablaze!

“They asked each other, ‘Were
not our hearts burning within us
while he talked with us on the
road and opened the Scriptures
to us?’ They got up and returned
at once to Jerusalem. There they
found the Eleven and those with
them, assembled together and
saying, ‘It is true! The Lord has
risen and has appeared to
Simon’”—Luke 24:32-34.

Imagine how the world would be af-
fected if by the year 2017 One Hundred
Million people were told about Jesus. Not
One Hundred Mission Christians reminded
about Jesus’ love for them, but One Hun-
dred Million people who have never under-
stood, really listened or even never been
told about Jesus. What affect would that
have on our world?

The Lutheran Church--Missouri Synod
has adopted as a goal just that. In con-
vention the LC-MS adopted the goal of
reaching 100,000,000 people with the
good news of salvation before the year
2017. Why 2017? The answer is, in the
year 2017 the world will celebrate the 500"
anniversary of the Reformation. But It will
only celebrate if it has heard the Good
News of God’s love. It will only Celebrate
if their hearts burn within them if their
hearts have been opened to the message
of God’s love.
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To encourage this sharing the Synod
has adopted and embraced, what is being
called a mission movement. It is not a pro-
gram nor is it a campaign. It is an inten-
tional, active, striving to involve every con-
gregation and every member in the mission
God has given to His Church to share Je-
sus with the unchurched and the uncommit-
ted.

The vision of igniting a worldwide Lu-
theran mission movement to share the
Gospel with 100 million people is ex-
pressed by the word, Ablaze! LCMS World
Mission’s goal is to ignite a movement that
will change the culture of our Lutheran
church bodies to be one in which every
member is fully engaged in personal mis-
sion involvement through the Seven Mis-
sion Responses: Go, Pray, Learn, Give,
Tell, Send and Celebrate. While this is the
expressed vision of LCMS World Mission, it
is the organization’s intention to give this
vision away, because it is God’s desire that
all people be saved, and He has called all
His children to participate in the task! This
is a “Quantum Leap” forward in how we ap-
proach doing the work of the Lord’s mis-
sion.

Ablaze! is not a program or a campaign.
It began as a mission vision with the hope
of starting a mission movement. Each par-
ticipating congregation, group, mission so-
ciety, partner church, individual, etc. is chal-
lenged to pray about its own particular
situation and the part of the mission en-



deavor it can impact and to design its own strategy to
contribute to reaching 100 million people. LCMS
World Mission is asking the church to develop mis-
sion models that work and can be shared with others.
Ablaze! is not an answer...it's an invitation!

We here at St. Martin’s Lutheran Church under-
stand the mission God has given to us. In our mis-
sion statement we have declared.

“We, the redeemed of God called to be St.
Martin’s Lutheran Church and School, joy-
fully commit ourselves to the God-given
privilege of sharing the Gospel to make dis-
ciples. Utilizing our God-given gift we will
share God’s love, teach God’s Word, and
celebrate God’s sacraments. Rejoicing in
His gifts, we live as witnesses in the assur-
ance of God’s forgiveness and salvation.”

As we hear about Ablaze, and as we think about
our purpose, we need to go beyond talking about the
mission and begin to do it. Think about who you
might know. Go through your acquaintances. Who
among them are either unchurched or uncommitted
to Christ? If every member of the LC-MS and of her
partner churches told only 4 people about Jesus, we
could meet that goal of 100 Million people. We could
change the world by bringing God'’s love to bear on
all people. Will we be Ablaze? Will we help change
the world starting right here in our own community?

Remember, this is God’s invitation to each of us
to go and tell....To help those who do not know His
love to be able to have their hearts burn with the love
and assurance of God'’s forgiveness.
