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How, then, can they call on the
one they have not believed in?
And how can they believe in the
one of whom they have not
heard? And how can they hear
without someone preaching to
them? And how can they preach
unless they are sent? ... Conse-
guently, faith comes from hearing
the message, and the message is
heard through the word of Christ.

-- Romans 10:14-17

"FAITH COMES BY HEARING!" This is
what the Word of God clearly tells us. It is
only when we are in the Word of God that we
will experience growth in our faith in God.
For it is in the Word of God that the mes-
sage—the Word of Christ—is found. And we
as Christians have two responsibilities con-
cerning God's Word which are outlined in the
text above.

First, it is imperative that we as individuals
live in the Word. That is, we as Christians
need to be about the task of growing in our
faith daily. We need to be about the task of
learning to rely upon the promises of God.
But to rely upon God's promises, to under-
stand the depth of God's love for us, to see
how God works in the lives of His children,
one must be actively involved in God's Word.
As Paul so plainly puts it, "Faith comes by
hearing." Without our hearing, or reading,
the Word of God we cannot grow in our faith
and our trust in God. We become stagnant.

The now sainted Synodical President, Dr.
Al Barry, frequently stated, "We must be a
church in God's Word." As individuals, as
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congregations, as districts and as a synod we
need to turn to God's Word and make the
study of it our top priority. It is from the Scrip-
tures that we learn the mission of the Church
and the message of God's forgiveness.

But the text above does not merely state
that we should be in God's Word. It also
points out the need for us as Christians to be
about proclaiming God's Word. "How are
they to hear without someone preaching to
them?" Paul, with this question, is causing
the Roman Christians to recognize their re-
sponsibility in bringing salvation to those who
do not yet know Christ. We also have this
same responsibility.

Recently, a person commented to me that
he has a Jewish friend. The Jewish friend
knew the facts about Jesus' life, but that he
didn't believe Jesus was the Messiah. This
friend would acknowledge that Jesus was a
"prophet" and a "great teacher" but that was
all. This person commented to me, "Isn't that
sad. He won't be in heaven." And they were;
the Jewish friend will not be in heaven if his
understanding of who Jesus is doesn't
change.

But should that be our response? "Isn't
that sad!" Paul reminds us that our task, our
responsibility, is to share, to tell these people
about the Jesus we know. It is not our re-
sponsibility to answer all questions or argu-
ments that any person might raise. It is not
our responsibility to logically present the gos-
pel so that no one could possibly reject it's
truth. But it is our responsibility to proclaim

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Dear M .D.

In this article, congregation members pose questions to
M.D. (our Music Director, not medical doctor) who thus
responds with whatever words of wisdom the Lord
chooses to give him.

Dear M.D., Now that the renovation part

of the organ project is moving
forward, what can we expect to
see and hear?

MD: | don't want to make this too complicated, but before | can
explain the work to be done on the organ, some simple
descriptions of its various parts will be helpful.

First of all, the place where the organist sits—where the
organ is actually played—is called the console. The or-
ganist chooses sounds by pushing tabs called stops and
plays the various keyboards (of which we have four: three
for hands—called manuals and one for feet—called ped-
als). When the organist changes sounds or plays the key-
boards, solid state electronics in the console send signals
through wiring to more electronics in the organ chamber
(the area where the organ pipes are located). These elec-
tronics then signal the mechanical actions of both the
initiated stops and pressed keys to allow air to pass from
the wind chests (wooden boxes full of air) up into the ap-
propriate pipes.

As soon as the contract was signed, Austin Organ Com-
pany began ordering and assenbling the parts needed for
the restoration project. This fall (dates TBA), they will be on
site for 6 weeks replacing all wiring to meet current electri-
cal codes. They will also be replacing the mechanical ac-
tions found within the wind chests. This work will be done
in such a way that the organ will only be unavailable during
the week, but be playable

for weekend services.

During the course of this

restoration project, we will also be receiving a different
console than the one currently in the balcony since ours
would have to undergo mejor modifications in the stops,
key actions, and electronic components that would render
our organ inoperable for months. Instead, Austin will be
providing a slightly newer console that will be refurbished
in their shop and installed on site in late spring of 2009.

different nations have brought on Vietnam, it is a very poor
economical country. The children have had little chance to
learn about and practice good hygiene and tooth care. Asa
result, most people have very bad teeth. About half of the
people are Buddhist and do not know of the love of their
Savior Jesus Christ. When we provide the children with
basic things like a toothbrush and toothpaste they see we
care for them and start asking questions. In this way we
have an opportunity to tell them about Jesus and what He
has done for them. The cost to provide a toothbrush and
toothpaste for one child for a year is $2.00. If you would
like to help with this project, agreement forms are available
in the narthex on the Mission bulletin board.
