 Jesus said, “You will be My wit-
nesses…” (Acts 1:8)  And we, in the Min-
nesota South District have been making 
Mission work a priority since missionaries 
shared the Gospel with Native American 
beginning in 1854.   

 Ablaze!  creates a new mission chal-
lenge for we who are living in Minnesota.  
One of every three Minnesotans is 
unchurched.  In addition, nearly 1,000,000 
people are expected to move to Minnesota 
in the coming decade.  God is bringing 
people to us where they will have the op-
portunity to know Jesus as their Savior 
through our work together in sharing the 
Gospel.   

 The Ablaze!  movement is the Synod’s 
pledge to share the Good News of Jesus 
with 100 million unchurched or uncommit-
ted people worldwide by the year 2017, the 
500th anniversary of the Reformation.  It 
seems like a task that my well be beyond 
us.  However, if each member of the 
LCMS were to share the Gospel with only 
4 unchurched or uncommitted people an-
nually we would more than meet that goal. 

 But Ablaze!  is not just a personal wit-

ness or evangelism movement.  It is also 
one through which the Synod and District 
pledge to work to make outreach and the 
sharing of the Gospel our most pressing 
mission.  It will include planting and build-
ing churches in America and the rest of the 
world.  It includes education of men world-
wide to become pastors in the church.  It 
encourages and motivates the sending of 
missionaries to American cities, towns and 
communities as well as foreign nations. 

 “Fan int o Flames”  is a special appeal 
of the Lutheran Church Missouri Synod to 
provide needed financial support for pro-
grams and ministries to fulfill the Ablaze!  
which requires substantial funding.  In-
cluded in these projects are:  

�x��the funding of new missionaries—
30 to Africa, 35 to Asia, 20 to Eura-
sia and 15 to Latin America; 

�x��the funding of new missions in the 
districts, in Southern Minnesota that 
includes, revitalizing congregations, 
missionary recruitment/training, 
Cross Cultural and Ethnic Minis-
tries, and assisting congregations in 
outreach and evangelism. 

�x��The funding will also include direct 
support of the donor congregations 
with money returned to the congre-
gation it is given by for new mission 
work in their community and con-
gregation.

2008-2009 Chapel Projects 

Students this year will be able to support four projects se-
lected to give them an understanding of how they can help 
new Christians in different parts of the world.  

During the first quarter offerings will be used to purchase 
Bibles and Christian materials for children in China.  
Christians in China need Bibles in their own language.  
Some pastors do not even have their own Bible; they must 
memorize parts of the Bible in order to share God's Word 
with others. 

During the second quarter offerings will be used to provide 
tarps to cover the roofs of preaching stations in Ethiopia.  
The stations are simple wood structures with thatch roofs 
that easily leak in the rainy weather. 

The third quarter will give students a chance to learn about 

Kazakhstan, a part of Russia where God's Word is being 
shared with children in Sunday Schools.  Materials pur-
chased with our offerings will help provide these children 
with Russian language Sunday School materials. 

The final chapel project of the year will be used to help 
children in Vietnam learn and practice good hygiene and 
tooth care.  We will provide them with toothbrushes and 
toothpaste.  When we provide children with such basic 
things, they see that we care for them and they start asking 
questions.  In this way they can be told about Jesus and 
what He has done for them.

De a r  M . D.  
In this article, congregation members pose questions to 
M.D. (our Music Director, not medical doctor) who thus 
responds with whatever words of wisdom the Lord 
chooses to give him. 

Dear  M. D. ,  What ’s going on wit h t he or gan 
pr oj ect ?

MD:  During the second week in September, Austin’s me-
chanical technician flew in to take inventory. He crawled 
inside and out of the organ, and made careful notes on 
all the parts that will be needed. He will be returning in 
November to gut the organ of its mechanical actions and 
electrical switching system and replace everything with 
new parts. This part of the project should be completed 
by the end of November, and depending on how the 
process is approached, 
the organ may be un-
available for a weekend 
or two during that month. 

 The last part of the renovation will be completed some-
time after Easter of 2009. This is when all the organ 
pipes will be pulled, cleaned, and repaired, some being 
sent back to the factory in Hartford, Connecticut. The 
new (refurbished) console will also be installed at that 
time. Both the work mentioned above and the work done 
on the refurbished console are being done in such a way 
as to prepare for the upgrade portion of the organ pro-
ject. The idea is that, if and when the congregation de-
cides to move forward with that portion of the project, no 
work will be duplicated. 

 In order for this to be accomplished, we need to know for 
certain what the expanded and updated organ would look 
like, so that all mechanical actions, wiring, and the con-
sole can reflect this prior to the work being initiated. We 
have a preliminary proposal that is currently being exam-
ined by our organists and other specialists to determine 
what adjustments might be made to the proposal. In or-
der to facilitate this, Austin Organ’s Tonal Director, Mike 
Fazio will be flying in to meet with interested individuals 
during the evening of October 7th. If you are interested in 
attending, please let me know! 

 Once this second phase is defined, the first phase can 
move forward with the knowledge that no work will be 
duplicated. Please pray for this process, since much 
work is yet to be done!

A total of 529 registered convention delegates, guests, past 
district presidents and board members 
from the Minnesota South District of the 
Lutheran Women’s Missionary League 
met in convention at the Mayo Civic 
Center in Rochester from June 20-22, 
2008.  They were “Grounded in His 
Love”  while studying the convention 
verse, “Behold, what manner of love the 

Father has bestowed on us, that we should be called the sons 
of God.”   I John 3:1 NKJ.
