"Also, seek the peace and pros-
perity of the city to which I have 
carried you.  Pray to the Lord for 
it, because if it prospers you too

 Jeremiah speaks these words from God 
to the people of God when they have been 
taken into captivity.  Their own homeland 
has been overrun by the Babylonians and 
they have been taken into exile.  They are 
slaves.  They have no citizenship.  They 
have no rights.  And yet, God called upon 
them to pray for the city, for its peace and 
prosperity, and to pray for those who have 
taken away their homes from them.  God 
wants His children to pray for the city into 
which He has carried them--AND HE 
PROMISES TO BLESS! 

 We are now coming up to November 4, 
2008--ELECTION DAY!  Often we as Chris-
tians find ourselves searching for a better 
understanding of how we should participate 
in the civil affairs of the nation.  Should 
Christians vote?  Should we allow our Chris-
tian beliefs to guide our decision about who 
to elect?  Can we rest in the assurance that 
God is in charge and therefore we don't 
need to even participate?  What is the best 
response of Christians in this time of turmoil 
in our nation--in this time of conflicting under
-standings--in this time of economic hard-
ship--where do we put our priorities? 

 We need to begin with the obvious.  If 
God called upon the people of Jeremiah's 
day to pray for the city in which they lived 
even though  they  were slaves and had no 

rights--WE TOO NEED TO START WITH 
PRAYER!  As we contemplate the elec-
tions, the future of our nation and who 
would be the best people to be elected, we 
need to take the entire process to God in 
prayer.  Ask God to guide your thoughts 
and decision-making process.  Ask God to 
guide all voters that those who will be the 
greatest blessing to our land will be elected. 

 Second, we need to be about the proc-
ess of involving all that we are in our 
evaluation of the candidates.  God has 
given us the ability to reason--to think 
through things.  He calls upon us to follow 
His law in all aspects of our lives.  

 We must look at issues as Christians 
who are part of our American society--not 
as Americans who are secondarily also 
Christians.  What are the moral positions 
and understandings of the candidates?  
Have they shown that they will be suppor-
tive of family?  Are they trustworthy?  How 
will their service in office affect our ability to 
serve God?  Will it at all?  All of this is part 
of our responsibility as Christians to add 
into the decision-making process. 

 Third, Christians must participate.  We 
need to be part of the process.  We need to 
vote.  We cannot and must not take the po-
sition that "my vote won't matter."  We can-
not and must not merely rest in the assur-
ance that regardless of the outcome God 
will use it to our good.  [Though it is true 
that God can and will work all things to our 
good.  Scripture is full of examples where

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God's children by failure to act as He commanded 
found themselves being brought to God's will through 
much trial and tribulation that could have been 
avoided.]   

 God's Word to His people through Jeremiah as-
sures us that God will bless.  In His plan of salvation--
the death of Jesus on the cross--we see God's great 
love for us.  As we struggle with the complex issues 
and statements made by and about each of the candi-
dates, we need to trust in God, pray for guidance, and 
vote for the candidates that the Lord leads us to sup-
port. 

 I pray that God will bless not only you but all those 
voting this November 4th with wisdom and guidance.  I 
pray that God will bless our nation through those 
elected.  And I urge you not only to vote, but to pray 
God's blessing upon our community and nation as you 
go to the polls.

In this article, congregation members pose questions to 
M.D. (our Music Director, not medical doctor) who 
thus responds with whatever words of wisdom the Lord 
chooses to give him. 

Dear  M. D. ,  What  happened t o your  f inger ?

MD:  So, you noticed the wrap on my left-hand pinkie? 
Well, here’s the full story (so maybe I won’t have to 
repeat myself too much)… 

 I was tossing a football with some St. Martin’s students 
and jammed my finger (or so I thought) on the first toss 
from a student (who shall remain nameless, although 
he does seem proud of the fact...). After throwing the 
ball around another 20 minutes or so, I began to notice 
that my finger still hurt and also did not look quite right. 

 It was Saturday (10/4), and so I went to Urgent Care. 
There was a long line and the afternoon 
service time was approaching, so I left and 
played the service trying not to use the fin-
ger. After service, I made a trip to the local 
ER, and after 2 hours of the usual 
(including X-rays), found out that the finger 
was indeed BROKEN. Actually the ligament attached to 
the top two digits pulled part of the bone away from the 
second digit of my left-hand pinkie. They referred me to 
a hand specialist at Mayo. 

 A visit with the hand specialist on 10/9 resulted in a 
splint that needs to remain on the finger 24 / 7 for six 
weeks. In order for the bone to heal properly, the finger 
cannot be bent, or the whole 6-week process begins 
anew. On November 24th, X-rays will again be taken to 
determine if the bone has healed. If not, it is possible 
that surgery will be needed.  

 The doctor is permitting me to play organ, and it is pos-
sible to do so with a little more concentration. Although 
the feet of the organist relieve much of the work of the 
left hand, it takes some thinking to ensure appropriate 
fingers are substituted when the ‘pinkie’s number 
comes up.’ Piano is another story. The left-hand pinkie 
is very important in playing piano, so you may not see 
me at the instrument very often, if at all, for some time.  

 Please keep this in your prayers; that the Lord might 
send healing in His time.
