MEMBERS OR DISCIPLES? 

You may be a member of St. Martin’s,  
but. . . 

. . . are you a Disciple of Jesus Christ? 

That's a question that needs to be asked today and an-
swered by each one of us inasmuch as we seemingly 
have all kinds of different ideas about what church mem-
bership really entails. 

Once upon a time holy vows solemnly made before God 
and man were considered irrevocable, a person kept his 
word whether to God or man.  Husband and wife made 
vows that were for lifetime, and to break those vows was 
unthinkable.  Today, even the slightest disagreement 
becomes grounds for divorce. 

Likewise, it used to be that when people made holy 
vows before God and man to join a church they kept 
them.  But today the traditional Christian view of church 
membership seems to be no more.  The traditional view 
of membership with responsibilities has been replaced, 
for some, with just having your name on a church roster 
with no real commitment and laxness of church atten-
dance.  

According to pollster George Gallop, Jr. in a recent arti-
cle fewer than 10% of Americans are deeply committed 
Christians.  He said, "Most Americans who profess 
Christianity don't know the basic teachings of the faith, 
and they don't act significantly different from non-
Christians in their daily lives.  Also a growing percentage 
of Christians say they can sustain their faith without at-
tending church. 

All of this then leads us back to our original question that 
while you may have your name on St. Martin's roster 
and your may be a "member" of St. Martin’s, never-the-
less are you a "disciple" of Jesus?  You see, it is not 
only our responsibility to have faith, but also to keep the 
faith.  That's the work of discipleship.  And how does 
one keep the faith?  And how does one practice disciple-
ship?

1. A disciple uses God's word.       
 (John 8:31-32 -- If you hold to My teaching you 

are really my disciples.  Then you will know the 
truth and the  truth will set you free; John 5:39 --
Search the Scriptures; John 8:47 -- He who be-
longs to God hears what God says.)

2. A disciple uses the power of prayer to talk to 
his heavenly Father. 

3. A disciple worships his Lord and uses the 

means of grace to strengthen his Christian 
faith and life.  

 (Luke 11:28 -- Blessed are those who hear the 
Word of God and obey it;  Hebrews 11:25 -- Let 
us not give up the meeting together as some are 
in the habit of doing; Romans 10:17 -- Faith 
comes from hearing the message.) 

4. A disciple uses his time, talents, and treas-
ures to do good works which are pleasing to 
God and thereby extends His kingdom. 

 (John 14:15 -- If you love me, you will obey what 
I command;  Romans 12:1 -- Therefore, I urge 
you brothers, in view of God's mercy, to offer 
your bodies as living sacrifices, holy and pleas-
ing to God -- which is your spiritual worship.)

Each of us needs to think about these things with great 
sincerity and to ask himself or herself this question:   

"Am I just a member of St. Martin’s,  
or am I a disciple of Jesus Christ?"

Personally, I am fully convinced that discipleship is what 
we need to be concerned about at St. Martins, and not 
so much with membership.  The proper question is not, 
“How many members does St. Martins have?”, but 
rather “How many disciples does St. Martins have?” 

If our discipleship then is to increase individually and as 
a congregation, it is our commission, as God's children, 
to allow God, the incarnate Christ, to become "incarnate" 
in us also.  To let Jesus reveal through us -- both in our 
words and actions -- His saving love to our fellow hu-
mans around us.  To joyfully share God’s gifts as His 
redeemed children. 

May God, then, through the power of His Spirit, em-
power us to grow in our discipleship and in our maturity 
as Christians.  May we grow up and become even more 
fruitful and effective channels of His redeeming love and 
healing power to the community, and the world in which 
we live.

CHILD’S CAMBODIAN BIBLE at our  Lu-
theran School in Battambang.   

Cambodia is a very poor country that has been ravished 
by wars and fighting for many years.  Since 1990, the 
people who were formally ruled by dictatorship have 
now been opened to more freedom to worship as they 
wish.  The country is nearly 98% Buddhist and only 1% 
Christian.  English is now able to be taught as a foreign 
language.  In most of the country they are able to use 
whatever means they need to teach and the Bible offers a 
wonderful way to bring the love of their Savior to them.  
One Bible can be purchased for $10.00. 

INDIA SCHOOL MISSION PROJECT.  

Our partner church in India, the India Evangelical Lu-
theran Church, has a school system of 82 institutions 
founded by our LCMS missionaries over 50 years ago. 
The buildings also date from that era, made of mud walls 
and tiled roofs, which have fallen into disrepair and eaten 
by termites. The schools are recognized and supported by 
the government, but the government has threatened to 
withdraw its support and recognition if the buildings are 
not renewed.  Schools have been a major avenue of 
Christian witness in the community, as parents want to 
send their children to a Christian school, knowing of the 
spirituality and sincerity of the Christian teachers.  
Through the schools the church has also educated its own 
members and equipped them with skills that allow them 
to contribute to financial support and congregational 
leadership in the church body.  

To construct a new room on a school costs $5,000. 
Bricks for the construction cost $500 per pallet.  There 
are 185 bricks on a pallet, so each br ick costs $2.70.
Wouldn’ t it be wonderful if we at St. Martin’s could col-
lect enough coins to purchase one pallet of bricks? Or 
maybe even enough to build a room!!!!

The Baptism FaithChest 

Since its beginning two-plus years ago, many questions and 
statements have circulated regarding the Baptismal Faith-
Chest that is given to every child from birth through second 
grade when they are baptized at St. Martin’s.  Questions and 
statements such as: 

�x�� How are they made? 
�x�� They are absolutely beautiful. 
�x�� How much does it cost to make them? 
�x�� Aren’ t they too expensive to give away? 
�x�� Who makes them? 
�x�� How are they paid for? 
�x�� I wish my child could have received one. 
�x�� What a great remembrance and quality gift. 
�x�� Does everyone baptized receive one? 

There is one simple reason for the giving of the FaithChest:   
The FaithChest is A SYMBOL FOR ST. MARTIN’S TO 
MISSION AND DISCIPLE our families by equipping 
them to pass on the Christian faith following the child’s 
baptism.  The FaithChest represents the process for nurtur-
ing the baptismal journey THROUGH A PERSONS 
FAITH MILESTONES from baptism to the grave, PART-
NERING HOME AND CONGREGATION IN NUR-
TURING THE CHRISTIAN FAITH.   

St. Martin’s will partner with the parents and family by 
teaching them and providing cherished items representing 
the child’s faith journey, so that they (parents and family) 
might tell the next generation. 

Some answers to the above questions are: 
�x��Dave Haase donates his labor of love to make the Faith-

Chests and crosses.  Talk with him to see the plans for 
making them. 

�x��Sharon Fruetel donates her labor of love to make the af-
ghans. 

�x��Carl Maki donates his labor of love to varnish and place 
the brass on the chest. 

�x��The Sunday morning Adult Education Hour donates part 
of their 2009 love offering to pay for the materials. 

�x��The cost per FaithChest minus the labor is about $35.00.  
The question:  Are they too expensive to give away is a 
valid one.  Another way of putting it is:  Is this the best 
way St. Martin’s can assist its baptized individuals to 
continue their faith journey faithfully?  It may not be the 
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best way, but it is certainly another great way that we 
strive to “make disciples” for Christ throughout our 
multiple ministries. 

�x��Only children from birth to second grade are given a 
FaithChest.  Beginning in the third grade, an embossed 
Bible (their name printed) is given to them. 

Our Desired Outcomes: 

�x��The FaithChest is a marker—a reminder in the child’s 
life when they became A Child of God through their 
baptism. 

�x��A FaithChest becomes part of a child’s world, as impor-
tant and intriguing as the toy chest or treasure chest. 

�x��A FaithChest is a reminder to parents, grandparents, 
and the congregation of their responsibility to nurture 
the faith of children and one another. 

�x��The FaithChest is used to keep all the resources re-
ceived for nurturing and sharing faith at various 
“ MILESTONES” in a person’s life. 

�x��The FaithChest is a visible reminder to elders to share 
their faith story and to pass on a legacy of faith. 

�x��The FaithChest serves as a family altar, a place where 
candles can be placed along with other religious sym-
bols for use in personal and family devotions. 

“ And when your  children ask, ‘What do these stones 
mean?’  tell them, Israel crossed the Jordan on dry 
ground.  For  the Lord your  God dr ied up the Jordan 
before you until you had crossed over .  He did this so 
that all the peoples of the ear th might know that the 
Hand of the Lord is powerful and so that you might 
always fear the Lord your God.”   Joshua  4: 21-24. 

May the FaithChest be a reminder for all of us the day God 
made us His once again through our baptism.  Tell the next 
generation.
