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“For it is by grace you have been
saved through faith—and this is
not from yourselves, it is the gift
from God-not by works so that
no one can boast. For we are
God’s workmanship created in
Christ Jesus to do the good
works, which God prepared in
advance for us to do.”
— Ephesians 2:8-10

It is the time for graduations. All around
us we see children and young adults cele-
brating the completion of the milestones of
education. From the preschool ceremo-
nies to those of the colleges and universi-
ties people are coming together for
graduations. The frequently asked ques-
tions are: “What are your plans?” and,
“What are you going to be when you grow
up?” For many graduates, these ques-
tions cause a look of bewilderment, empti-
ness or confusion to come to their faces.
The notion that they should know who they
are and what they should be doing seems
to be daunting.

It is a daunting and frightening thing to be
faced with the rest of your life and contem-
plate your future. It can be overwhelming
to be expected to know, or at least have a
clue about, where your life should turn
next. But for those of us who are children
of God this question has been answered in
the text quoted above.

Who are we? Very simply we are the bap-
tized children of God, those on whom He

has poured out His grace. We are they
who have been given the gift of faith to be-
lieve. We are those whom God has loved
enough to send His Son Jesus to die and
pay the price of our sin. We are those for
whom Jesus has fulfilled the entire law of
God. We are the “Redeemed of the Lord.”

And our status as God'’s forgiven children
is not based upon our attempts as right-
eousness. It is not based on our doing the
things God would have us to do. It is not
based on our service to God or each other.
It is based on the love that God has shown
us, His grace. Paul puts it this way, “This
is not from yourselves, it is the gift from
God-not by works so that no one can
boast.”

We are even more than that! In the final
verse quoted it says, “For we are God'’s
workmanship created in Christ Jesus to do
the good works, which God prepared in
advance for us to do.” But what does this
mean? The word “workmanship” is really
better translated “masterpiece.” This
means that the text is not stating that we
are merely workmen who are to be about
God’s will. This text is telling us that we
are God'’s “masterpiece,” made specifically
by His design to be His “masterpiece.”

God not only has loved us. He has not
only forgiven us. He has not only died for
us. He has not only given us the gift of
faith. He has not only poured out His sav-
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ing grace upon us. He has created us to be His mas-
terpiece in Christ Jesus. That is God has made us
who we are with all our individual personalities, tal-
ents and abilities to be active in living lives of wit-
ness—"to do the good works, which God has pre-
pared in advance for us to do.”

So when we are confronted with our futures, or over-
whelmed with the notion that we are somehow inade-
guate we need to remember what God has said and
done for us. He has said, “I have made you as my
masterpiece just exactly the way | want you to be.
You are unique, different from other people because
you are a masterpiece not a photocopy. | have
loved you with all that | Am and | have poured out My
grace upon you. You are My forgiven Child. You are
My Masterpiece.”

And to the graduates who wonder what they will be,
they will be exactly what they are right now, what
each of us are right now. They will be the baptized,
loved, forgiven children of God. They will continue to
be the masterpiece of God, who regardless of their
vocation will be about the purpose God has given
them of using the gifts, talents, abilities, and faith
God has given them to witness to His love in the
world. To do the “good works which God has pre-
pared in advance for us to do.”

Keep Praying -- It Helps!

Prayer is one of the wonderful ways in which God
offers His people to come to Him. Although He knows
all of our joys, our pains, and our struggles, He invites
us to share them with Him in this very intimate way.
What an awesome thing to have a God who listens to
us at all times, about all things! Whatever we need or
desire, God calls us to bring these things to Him.
Sometimes when with the children | will ask if they have
anything they would like to talk to God about in the
prayers. Sometimes they will want to pray for Grandma
or a certain teacher or student who is ill, and at other
times they will thank God for their new Barbie car or the
carnival they went to last night with their family. We
always pray for all these things because as | tell them,
“God wants us to talk to Him about everything, big or
little.” Whatever we are praying for, we have a direct
connection to the Father through our Savior, Jesus
Christ. Matthew and Luke both record Christ's words,
“Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find;
knock and the door will be opened to you. For everyone
who asks receives; he who seeks finds; and to him who
knocks, the door will be opened.” (Matthew 7:7-8 and
Luke 11:9-10)

But what happens during those times in which we
cannot understand God’s work in our lives? Those
times where we are seeking, knocking, and asking, but
feel like there is no answer? Does it mean that He is
not listening? Most assuredly not! God tells us the
truth in His Word, He is answering, giving, and opening
the door. But it may not be the door we expected or
even desired. He knows the best door for our lives in
accordance with His will, which is pure and blameless
and always seeks the best for us.

Okay, but what about the times when it is so hard to
see God working that we just can’t seem to pray at all?
There are times in all of our lives in which we feel at a
loss in what to ask for or seek out. There are no words
on our lips for in our hearts for what we feel or experi-
ence. God is there too. He knows our troubles and our
hurts; after all He has walked this earth and felt the
same pain and suffering. He tells us above, “We do not
know what we ought to pray for, but the Spirit himself
intercedes for us with groans that words cannot ex-
press.” (Romans 8:26) How comforting to know that
even when we feel at a loss of what to pray for, we will
not lose faith or hope because God comes to us in the
Spirit with groans for our benefit, in accordance with
God’s will. We need not fear those times in which Sa-
tan ties our tongue and tempts our heart with thoughts
of faithlessness, because where the Spirit resides Sa-
tan cannot live.

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Dear M .D.

In this article, congregation members pose questions to
M.D. (our Music Director, not medica doctor) who
thus responds with whatever words of wisdom the Lord
chooses to give him.

Dear M.D., The organ sounds better. |s this
due to the work being done on it?

MD: The work that has been completed on the organ to
this point has been purely mechanical. However, the
completed processes have certainly fixed some air
leaks, and some pipes are sounding that have been
silent for awhile. Also, the key action is working very
nicely with the new mechanisns installed. BUT, the
major difference in the sound of the organ is yet to
come!

The schedule for this work is somewhat tentative at this
point, but will certainly be done sometime this summer.

We should know a timeframe in the next week or so,
but it is a fairly complicated scheduling process due to
the number of people involved in different locations
across the country. Making the situation even more
difficult is the fact that Austin Organ is trying to coordi-
nate the work done here with an installation of an organ
in Bloomington, MN.

Nonetheless, when they arrive, there will be no doubt
that work has commenced. All of our current pipes will
be removed and sent back to the factory in Hartford,
Connecticut. That means that we will be without the
organ for some weeks! Also, new pipes and the struc-
tures for them will be installed. New wiring and lighting
will also be completed at this time, as will some addi-
tional mechanical work that was not conpleted this fall.

All this means that we will be worshiping with the grand
piano for a number of weekends, but for how long still
remains to be seen. Watch for further announcements
as details are firmed up in the next weeks!

INDIA SCHOOL MISSION PROJECT.

Our partner church in India, the In-
dia Evangelical Lutheran Church,
has a school system of 82 institu-
tions founded by our LCMS mis-|
sionaries over 50 years ago. The| .|
buildings also date from that era, i _
made of mud walls and tiled roofs, Wz
which have fallen into disrepair and

eaten by termites. The schools are recognized and
supported by the government, but the government
has threatened to withdraw its support and recogni-
tion if the buildings are not renewed. Schools have
been a major avenue of Christian witness in the com-
munity, as parents want to send their children to a
Christian school, knowing of the spirituality and sin-
cerity of the Christian teachers. Through the schools
the church has also educated its own members and
equipped them with skills that allow them to contrib-
ute to financial support and congregational leader-
ship in the church body.

To construct a new room on a school costs $5,000.
Bricks for the construction cost $500 per pallet.
There are 185 bricks on a pallet, so each brick costs
$2.70. Wouldn't it be wonderful if we at St. Martin’s
could collect enough coins to purchase one pallet of
bricks? Or maybe even enough to build a room!!!!

“Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the
Name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins.
And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. The
promise is for you and your children...And the Lord
added to their number daily those who were being
saved.” Acts2: 38-39a; 47b

Eternal Life is given from God to each person through their
baptism. What amiracle! God reunites every person to Him-
self who is baptized. But, a person can lose this baptisma
grace through lack of faith by rejecting Christ and the grace
which He won through His death and resurrection. Therefore,
at St. Martin’s we are taking each baptism very seriously
aswe continueto lay the groundwork to equip and disciple
this NEW soul and their family in the ways of Christ Jesus.

It takes al of us together in
love (one purpose—walking together) to keep even one soul
from getting away.

x Secondly, the Family Ministry of St. Martin's is looking for
three more individuals who will help map out and give di-
rection on our Family Ministry Committee.
