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But Jesus immediately said to
them: “Take courage! Itis|I.
Don’t be afraid.” — Matthew 14:27

One of the greatest miracles re-
corded in the Bible is the account of Jesus
walking on the water (Matthew 14:22-32).
It was dark, the sea of Galilee was turbu-
lent, and the wind was against the little
boat and Jesus’ disciples as they rowed.
They were being tossed in their little boat—
terrified by the storm.

At the peak of their trouble, Jesus
came to them walking on the water. “Take
courage! Itis|. Don’t be afraid,” He said.
In response Peter asked for permission to
walk on the water to Jesus. Having been
told “Come,” Peter jumped out of the boat
and began to walk to Jesus on the water.
But then it happened. Distracted by the
winds and the waves Peter was filled with
fear and began to sink. But the Lord didn’t
forsake Peter; Jesus just reached out His
hand, took hold of Peter, and lifted him up
and saved him.

The message is plain. When Peter
set his mind on the things around him,
“The storms of life,” he began to sink.
When by God’'s word and faith Peter
turned his eyes and mind to Jesus—He
could do even that which first seemed im-
possible. Peter learned, that even when
things seemed as bad as they could be,
Jesus was there to help, comfort and save
him.
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The “storms of life” also surround
us. When we by God’s Word and faith turn
to Jesus we can walk triumphantly and as-
suredly through these storms. We walk
through them safely because Jesus is with
us, guiding us and protecting us. But
when we focus on the “storms of life,” we
also will sink. However, as with Peter,
even when we’re sinking Jesus is there to
save us by His grace.

God has made us victorious in
Christ over all things. St. Paul puts it like
this, “No, in all things we are more than
conquerors through Him who loved us.
For | am convinced that neither death
nor life, neither angels nor demons, nei-
ther the present nor the future, nor any
powers, neither height nor depth, nor
anything else in all creation, will be able
to separate us from the love of God in
Christ Jesus our Lord.”

May God grant us through this
summer and always, that regardless of the
“storms” in our lives, that we may never
become so distracted by what we see or
fear that we forget the Lord or His prom-
ises. And may He grant us the faith to
confidently proclaim this assurance with
Paul and live lives which show our total
confidence in God’s Word and promises.

Dear M .D.

In this article, congregation members pose questions to
M.D. (our Music Director, not medica doctor) who
thus responds with whatever words of wisdom the Lord
chooses to give him.

Dear M.D., The organ is still playing. When
were they supposed to take it
apart again?

MD: The refurbishment stage of our organ project hap-
pened this past fall (as has already been reported in my
last few articles.) The upgrade portion of the project
was originally scheduled to begin shortly after Easter of
this year. However, delays in other Austin Organ pro-
jects and timing issues with their staff has delayed the
start of this second phase of our organ project until later
this summer.

The new target date for work to resume on site is now
slated for August 15th. A few days prior to this date, a
sem truck—especially designed for carrying organ
pipes—will make its way from Hartford, Connecticut to
Bloomington, Minnesota. It will be carrying pipes for a
new organ installation at a church in this suburb of the
Twin Cities. From there, the truck will make its way to
Winona, and then load up al of our pipes and wisk
them away to the factory in Hartford where the pipes
were originally made in 1916! The pipes will be rescaled
to match A440 pitch
and will be re-voiced
for a better blend with
the new pipes that will
be joining these newly
refurbished ones.

Because of the num-
ber of existing pipes
that need reworking
(about 1500), and due
to the amount of labor required to install the new pipes,
the target date for completion of the project is Noverm-
ber 29th! This means that the organ may be silent for
over three months!!!!

Now, | did ask them to speed things up if at all possi-
ble... but it seems that we should start praying now that
things don't get pushed back any later so that we can at
least celebrate Christmas with our new organ...
