Happy Advent!

Sunday, November 28, is the first day
of the New Year—that is the Church New
Year! It is the time when Christians
throughout the world begin again the cycle
of recounting the life of Jesus and His
touching our lives. We begin with the sea-
sons of Advent and Christmas, which pre-
pare for and then celebrate the birth of Je-
sus. Next come Epiphany and Lent, which
speak of His ministry on earth and pas-
sion. And finally we reach Easter and
Pentecost, where Jesus' resurrection and
the life of the Church under His rule are
the theme.

The word Advent means coming, and
during the Advent season we emphasize
the coming of Christ. However, Advent is
not merely an exercise in getting ready for
Christmas with gifts, trees, cards, etc. Ad-
vent is a time for us to prepare for the Sec-
ond coming of Christ, when He will return
with great power and great glory.

The season of Advent can mean much
for us in our lives as Christians. It forces
us to answer: Is Christ a vital part of our
lives? Or can He be pushed into the back-
ground and crowded out by the cares and
concerns of this world? As with the cele-
bration of the new calendar year, the be-
ginning of the church year, Advent, is a
good time to evaluate our lives, to take
stock and to set goals and priorities.
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Have you ever felt like starting all over
again? Have you ever wanted to make a
new beginning in your life? Have you
been putting off starting something you
know you ought to be doing? Advent is
the perfect time for a new beginning.

If your spiritual life isn't what is should
be, then begin again in Advent. If your
worship life has been infrequent or non-
existent, Advent is a good time to return to
regular worship. If you have fallen away
from your Bible study group or daily read-
ing, pick it up as we prepare for Christ's
coming. If your Christian life is not grow-
ing, then Advent is the prefect time to get
the sustaining waters of God's Word and
the nourishment of His Sacraments on a
regular basis. With this care it will grow
again.

God has blessed us with another year
of grace and the promise of His continual
mercy and presence as we begin a new
one. Advent points to Jesus. It calls us to
a repentant preparation for His coming. A
preparation where we turn from the sins
that have kept us from being what God has
called us to be. It proclaims anew that the
forgiveness and mercy of God is always
present. Regardless of what we have
done, who we have been, how we have
acted, what we have said, what we have
failed to do—-God's love for us is never-
ending. Jesus' coming at Christmas, His
death on the cross and His promised Sec-
ond Coming are the proof of God's Love.

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SOARING ON EAGLES WINGS ..

This last month of school has been a month of LETTING OUR LIGHT SHINE/ 1t is re-
flected in our school, our student’s schoolwork and all of our daily lives. We have noticed
that it is getting darker earlier every afternoon and yet - lights everywhere... lights on our
‘ houses, on our trees, in our churches, in our yards, and in our classrooms at school. Shops
and malls and discount centers - lights seem to fill every little, empty space - blinking and
flashing, white and colored, here and there and everywhere! What a beautiful sight to be-
hold!l It's almost as if we're trying to stave off the darkness. And yet, the darkness per-
sists. Isaiah described this world as "the land of the shadow of death." People we know,
some whom we love, are among those living in this darkness, walking through life without the
shining light, the true hope of salvation found in Jesus Christ.

God teaches us about the LIGHT of our world in Isaiah 9:2 which says, "The people walking in darkness have
seen a great light; on those living in the land of the shadow of death a light has dawned." Our Lord used the
prophet Isaiah to foretell the coming of His Son Jesus Christ, THE Light of the world.
