“And forgive us our debts, as we 

also have forgiven our debtors.”  

  -- Matthew 6:12 
 

 “He’ll get my forgiveness, but not until 

he deserves it!”  “I forgive her . . . I just 

don’t want to have anything else do with 

her ever again!”  I’ll forgive him, about not 

until he’s suffered for a while.”  Praise God 

that His forgiveness is different than ours!   

 A barrier to reconciliation is that with-

holding of forgiveness from someone who 

has hurt us deeply.  Our un-forgiveness of-

ten hurts us more than the other person.  As 

one writer noted, “Unforgiveness is the 

poison we drink hoping that the other per-

son will die.”   

   Jesus teaches us in the Lord’s Prayer to 

pray the words quoted above.  Perhaps we 

are more comfortable with the translation, 

“Forgive us our trespasses as we forgive 

those who trespass against us.”  But in ei-

ther case these words remind us that we are 

to be not only receiving forgiveness but 

sharing it--offering forgiveness even as we 

have received it, as a gift, without cost and 

without merit. 

 Unforgiveness gnaws at us.  It builds 

walls between us and the ones we won’t 

forgive.  In teaching the Lord’s Prayer, Je-

sus highlights the relationship between our 

forgiveness from God and our forgiving of 

others.  You need not think long to see how 

often this is true.  Refusing to forgive can 

begin a process of separating us from God.  

The wall we build against our enemy be-

comes a wall between us and God. 

 Those walls are tragic.  Christians know 

how precious God’s forgiveness is—and 

how undeserved it is.  No matter what we 

do, how badly we sin, we are forgiven.  Not 

because we deserve it.  Simply because Je-

sus’ blood shed for our sakes.  Our sins 

were nailed to the cross and we are for-

given!  

 God’s forgiveness means that we walk 

daily freed from the guilt of our past.  It 

frees us from re-living our past mistakes.  It 

allows us to celebrate the presence and 

blessings of God’s grace daily in our lives.   

Believing in the forgiveness of our sins em-

powers us to tear down the walls of our un-

forgiveness.  It  empowers us to be recon-

ciled to one another—to forgive our debtors 

even as God has forgiven our debts.  I invite 

you to join me in the prayer below.
